We are almost there with our tissue procurement supplement accruals.  We have collected 91 of our 100 submissions.  Six of the remaining nine collections are longitudinal and we need to wait for the patients to reoccur before collecting their blood.  CRO has been recognized the national leader with this initiative.  Thank you for making this project a true success.  Our accruals remain very low.  We are in process of updating our database to coincide with NCI’s credits consequently reliable data is not available at this time.  The second year of our NCORP grant began, August 1, 2015.  
Study Profile
BR003 “Doxorubicin Hydrochloride and Cyclophosphamide Followed by Paclitaxel With or Without Carboplatin in Treating Patients With Triple-Negative Breast Cancer” is our profile study this month.  This 
randomized phase III trial studies how well doxorubicin hydrochloride and cyclophosphamide followed by 
paclitaxel with or without carboplatin work in treating patients with triple-negative breast cancer. Drugs used in chemotherapy, such as doxorubicin hydrochloride, cyclophosphamide, paclitaxel, and carboplatin, work in different ways to stop the growth of tumor cells, either by killing the cells, by stopping them from dividing, or by stopping them from spreading. It is not yet known whether doxorubicin hydrochloride and cyclophosphamide is more effective when followed by paclitaxel alone or paclitaxel and carboplatin in treating triple-negative breast cancer.  950 participants are being recruited for the study.
